Tournament rules 2017

General

The tournament is played on the sport-
centre “De Grift”, J.F. Kennedylaan 116 in 
Woudenberg.

The tournament will take place on Friday, 
May 26th, 2017 and Saturday, May 27th, 
2017.

The matches will be played according to 
the rules and provisions of the KNVB as 
well as the conditions mentioned in these 
regulations.

Where mentioned regulations do not 
provide or in case there are contradictions 
in both regulations, the tournament director 
decided. Against this decision cannot be 
appealed.

The tournament committee assumes that 
all participating teams are fully aware of 
these regulations.

In any injuries and injuries can, if desired, 
be made use of the first aid staff vv Wou-
denberg. This can be 
called in to the secretariat.

Officials and players participating in the 
tournament should conclude against 
illness and accident during their stay in the 
Netherlands. Insurance itself

The inclusion and exchange club pennants 
before the tournament matches will be 

highly appreciated.
The organization is not responsible for 
lost or damaged clothing and / or objects. 
Prevent theft at all times.

Everyone should be careful in the club-
house, the locker room and on the fields 
and cleanliness.
Arbitration

The matches will be led by KNVB referees 
and assistant referees asked by vv Wou-
denberg.
The referee gives the start, peace and end 
signal.

If the referee yellow card draws on players 
are excluded for 5 minutes of the game. 
Replacement of the players is not allowed.

A player who, in the course of the tourna-
ment receives a second yellow card, the 
next game suspended.
A player who is sent off is (2 x yellow in one 
game, or red) automatically suspended for 
the next match of the tournament.

For serious offenses, the referee Affairs, in 
consultation with the officiating trio arbitra-
tion, on the right player for the rest of the 
tournament to exclude.
The referee business advice where ap-
propriate, the organization in all matters 
that are directly or indirectly related to the 
arbitration.

Against the decision of the referee business 



is no appeal.
Before the start of the tournament

Each team must submit, with the name, 
first name, date of birth and shirt number 
of each player. Eleven list before the start of 
the first tournament match at the secreta-
riat Players that are not included in the list 
are not eligible.

The tournament is open to youth players of 
GFA’s born on or after 01-01-2003 (U14). 
The regional team comes out with youth 
players born on or after 01-01-2002 (U15).

Each team must supply with the names 
and telephone numbers of the supervisors 
of the team a list before the start of the first 
tournament match at the secretariat

The matches

The program is executed according to the 
fields listed in the schedule and times.

Each team is required to stand on the field 
provided. Least 5 minutes before the start 
of the game ready If a team 5 minutes after 
the start time is not present it loses the 
relevant match 2 - 0.

All group matches on Friday last 2 x 15 
minutes and 5 minutes’ rest.

The finals Saturday last 2 x 15 minutes 
with a 5 minutes’ rest.

The mentioned first in the competition pro-
gram has kicked off. The other association 
chooses to defend the goal.

Per match is the replacement of five field 
players and one goalkeeper allowed. Must 
be changed in accordance with the rules of 
the KNVB.

Substituted players may not be changed 

back during the race.

All teams are required to carry spare clo-
thes If necessary, the away team will play 
in there spare clothes. 

It is played in two groups of 4 teams. The 
two groups will play half a league. The final 
score in the group is determined by the 
highest number of points. If two or more 
teams are tied, the following criteria to de-
termine the final classification shall apply:
1. Highest number of points obtained in 
the matches played between the teams 
concerned
2. The best goal difference obtained in the 
group matches
3. The most goals scored in the group 
matches
4. Is that right than be taken penalties. Sub-
ject to the normal rules of the KNVB apply

Played the finals. On Saturday The first 
numbers of both groups will play the 1st 
and 2nd place. The numbers of the two 
pools for 3rd and 4th place etc, etc.
For end positions similar criteria as in the 
preliminary rounds.
 

Challenge cup

The winner of the tournament will receive a 
challenge cup. The winner of the tourna-
ment will be the title in the edition of the 
U14 tournament in 2018 Woudenberg 
defender.
